where more is not better — never use more product
than specified for the task. The cumulative effect of
these chemicals and their degradates, even in low-
levels, adversely affect water quality, aquatic life,
wildlife, and public health. Be proactive! Limit
chemical use, use less-toxic alternatives, or go
organic whenever possible.

YARD SIGNS

Please do not place
signs in the road
right-of-ways. Signs
should not be placed
closer than ten (10) feet from the edge of the street or
curb. Anchorage Sign Ordinance §153.00 applies to
real estate signs, political signs, or advertising signs
of any nature. If a sign was placed on your property
that you did not authorize or want, please remove it.

GARDENING FOR TERMITES

Gardeners are normally more concerned about insects that attack plants than about insects that attack buildings,
but there are good reasons for home gardeners to learn more about termites.

If your house was last treated with a liquid termiticide, then it is important to avoid disturbing that bank of treated
soil. This is where gardeners need to be careful. The list of possibilities is long, but any activity that causes treated
soil to be moved away from the foundation or causes untreated soil to be moved over treated soil, will compromise
the barrier. This includes digging too close to the foundation, adding mulch or allowing leaves or pine straw to
accumulate over the treated barrier. As these organic materials break down they become soil — untreated soil that

provides termites a bridge they can use to enter
your home.

THINGS THAT CAN PREDISPOSE A HOME TO
TERMITE ATTACK:

* Not having the building properly treated for
termites

» Soil in contact with siding or any wood
portion of the house

* Adding a patio, deck or addition and not
having it treated

» Adding a trellis or other wood structure
using untreated wood

» Adding raised flower beds against the
foundation

*  Mulch piled against the foundation

* Dogs or other animals digging in the treated
soil band

»  Water from roof or downspouts dripping
onto treated soil

» Firewood or lumber stacked against the
house

It's often difficult to
tell the difference
between flying ants
and termites. Both
are about one-half
inch in length. They
both swarm, which
means that they
send out winged
representatives Ant
from their colonies

to find new homes.

So how do you tell flying ants and termites apart?

Termite

* Termites have relatively straight antennae while
ants have elbowed antennae

* Termites have a thick waist and ants have a
narrow waist

» Termites have four wings that are about equal
in length

* Ants have four wings, but the rear two are
smaller

FROM THE FORESTRY BOARD

Residents who removed trees
over the past year are reminded
that section 7 of the Anchorage
Tree Protection and Preservation
Ordinance requires a replace-
ment tree be planted within one
year of removal. Replacement
trees must be a minimum of 1-
inch in diameter (measured at
4> feet above the existing
grade) and of nursery grade.

. Forestry Board members will be
using the list of issued tree removal permits to
insure owners are in compliance.

TAX REMINDER

City and ambulance property tax payments are due June
30, 2010. Taxes are considered delinquent as of July 1,
and the City charges interest of 1% per month starting
July 1 in accordance with Ordinance §35.03.
